Ten million in supplemental
funds was also appropriated by
Congress for upgrading facilities
and equipment; however, the in-
formation necessary for the
USDE to calculate a state'sshare
was not yet available.

The federal funds, to be ex-
pended in accordance with pro-
visions of the Carl D, Perkins Vo-
calional and Applied Technol-
ogy Education Act of 1990, rep-
resent less than 10 percent of
total vocational funding in Texas
but provide the foundation for re-
search, curriculum development,
teacherimprovement, equipment
updates, and initiatives to serve
special populations.

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Federal Vocational Education Funds
Pass $80 Million Mark for 1992-93

The State Board of Educa-
tion, meeting April 11 in Hous-
ton, approved the division of the
'92-93 federal allotmentbetween
the Texas Education Agency
which administers secondary vo-
cational programs, and the Texas
Higher Education Coordinating
Board which oversees
postsecondary programs. Over-
all, the TEA will receive 56.5 per-
cent of the allotment, down from
57.96 percentfor the currentyear,
with the Coordinating Board re-
ceiving the balance.

The Coordinating Board will
serve as the fiscal agent for the
entire tech prep allotment, with
the TEA doing the same for con-
sumer and homemaking educa-
tion, community-based organi-
zations, and correctional institu-
tions fund=. School districts and

special program funds that are
distributed through project pro-
posals (e.g., tech prep, CBOs)
regardless of which state agency
serves as fiscal agent.

Actual allotments for the
1992-93 program year, when

announced later this spring or

| summer, should vary little from

preliminary estimates.

(1/2); Physical Education (1 1/2);
and Computer Science (0-1);
The remaining six credits
that students must earn vary
depending upon the area of
specialization.

credits of a specific coherent
sequence of technology courses
and additional math and/or sci-
ence courses, if applicable, re-
quired for continuation in a tech-
prep-program in a postsecon-
dary institution.

Council Completes Evaluation
on Federal Funding Division

The Texas Council on Vo-
cational Education — at the
request of the State Board of
Education — has completed an
evaluation of the state level proc-
ess used annually to divide fed-
eral vocational education funds
between the secondary and
postsecondary levels. A report
with recommendations was for-
mally presented to the Board at
its May meeting.

Currently, total student gen-
erated contact hours in voca-
tional-technical instructional
programs at the secondary and
postsecondary levels are used
in dividing the bulk of federal
funds. With the high priority
placed on serving special popu-.
lation groups in the Carl D. Perk-
ins Vocational and Applied Tech-
nology Education Act of 1980,
the Council recommends that

the ratio of unduplicated special

populations participating in vo-
cational education instructional
programs at the secondary and
postsecondary levels be builtinto
the formula for dividing funds.
The Council also recommends
that a higher weight be assigned
to special populations in the for-
mula.

Due to the numerous changes
advocated in the funding distri-
bution process, the Councilurges
that its recommendations take
effectwith the 1993-94 fiscal year
rather than the 1992-93 year
which begins this July 1.
